lawyer before signing.  From a 
breeders perspective, it should be 
clear and concise so that there is 
no dispute as to what the pur-
chaser is signing or thinks they have 
signed. 

Ensure the contract contains the 
following information:   

Kennel name, address and phone 
number; breeder’s name; dogs date 
of birth; dogs registration numbers; 
parents registration numbers; de-
scription of the dog including 
breed, colour, size, markings; desig-

A strong and well written contract is 
one of the best tools we have to en-
sure our protection as a purchaser 
and as a breeder.  Here are some 
helpful tips to remember when devis-
ing a contract or reviewing one before 
signing…. 

Review your state lemon laws as they 
vary.  Or, if purchasing out of state, 
review for the state in which you are 
purchasing your dog. 

Keep your contract simple.  A canine 
contract should not contain enough 
legal jargon that you need to consult a 

nation of either ‘pet’ or ‘show’ 
quality; current health statement; 
warranties of genetic health and 
temperament; copies of all genetic 
health certificates (CERF, OFA etc) 
where applicable; replacement 
puppy options or reimbursement in 
the event of unforeseen genetic 
disorders.  

Please note that the best form of 
defense is still doing your home-
work.  Know who you are dealing 
with and check references. A good 
breeder/home won’t be offended.
